We now use the Powys ‘Traffic Lights’ Attendance tool to closely monitor and 

address patterns of school attendance. You will be receiving a letter informing 

you of your child’s 

‘Attendance Zone’ at the end of each school term and we will take steps as 

appropriate given the circumstances and the attendance threshold attained by 

each individual pupil. The table below explains the 3 different categories of 

attendance. 
 

 

Colour Zones         Attendance Thresholds 
 

 

Green Zone 
 

Attendance of 96% and above 

 

Amber Zone 
 

Attendance between 90% and 95.9% 

 

Red Zone 
 

Attendance below 90%
